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Although ‘international relations’ is one of the compulsory papers
taught at our universities gtudents at the graduate and the post-
graduate level, the study of this important subject suffers from many
handicaps at present. The 1 ajor problem, I have noticed, is
concerning reading material forithe teachers and the students alike.
Unlike most other courses in political science, a course in
international relations requires that facts be set against their
national background. Familiarity with one’s own situation helps
greatly in understanding the general theoretical framework of the
subject. As it is, most students and teachers have a greater
acquaintance with their own national situation than with the
situation in other countries. Hence, to study international relations
with examples and illustrations from one’s own country, will help
greatly in understanding the general theoretical framework of the
subject.

An attempt has been made in this book to present the subject
in the context of the developments in the Third World countries in
general and India in particular. All major books available on
this subject have been written by Western scholars, who have
naturally leaned heavily on the developments in their own countries.
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Students and teachers in India and other developing countries,
therefore, find these books either biased or difficult to follow. -It
is hoped that the present work will remove this difficulty and will
make understanding of this subject easier for Afro-Asian and
Latin American students. I must, however, add that although I
have based my account on the foreign policies and problems of
the developing countries, I have not made any attempt to advocate
any one particular point of view. The book presents neither the
point of view of the developing countries nor that of India. It is
not a piece in polemics. It is meant to be a textbook on the subject
for all students, including those in the West.

I have not followed the syllabus of any particular university.
I have studied the syllabi of a number of universities in India
and other developing countries and prepared a general frame-
work for the book. The book is meant to be a university-recommend-
ed textbook in India and other developing countries. I must,
however, add in this connection that T have found the general
framework of Professor Han’s J. Morgenthau’s Politics Among
Nations much closer to the syllabi of many universities and, there-
fore, T have followed the framework of this work. My thanks,
therefore, are due to Professor Morgenthau on this account.

Nature and Scope of

International Relations

International relations is as old as the State itself but its study as a
separate discipline is of comparatively recent origin which the North
Americans and the West Europeans started after the First World
War.! But the Russians did not recognise it as a separate academic
discipline even after the Second World War. International relations
was still a part of history in the Moscow State University right up to
the mid-sixties. It found its rightful place in most of the universities
in the Afro-Asian countries largely after the Second World War.

As A FIELD OF STUDY

A. RELATED DISCIPLINE

Most of the universities in the East and the West study international
relations in some form or the other, but still there is a controversy
regarding its claim to a separate academic discipline. Does inter-
national relations form a separate academic discipline? Or is it
studied as a part of another discipline like political science, history
and economics? Some scholars like Norman D. Palmer and Howard
C. Perkins regard it as an autonomous discipline, as it has a distinctive
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
